Never change the size of the abstract or author frames.

Always create headings, subheadings, main text, tables, figure captions and references with the appropriate styles.
1.1. Subheading: equations

For equations please use the Equation editor. Equations should be placed to the left of the column with no indentation. Equation numbers should be placed in parenthesis at the end of the line to the right of the column.
To refer to equations in the main text, use the following style: Equation (1) or (Eq. 1).
For example:
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where (0  and ( are the initial and final values of coefficient of viscosity, respectively, a – acceleration of soil vibrations; g – acceleration of gravity.

Please do not use Equations editor for equations in the text. Use subscript and superscript options instead, for example A=(C+D)n.

1.2. Figures and photographs

All the figures and photographs should have 300 dpi resolution. They should be pasted into the paper and sent separately as well. All graphs, pictures and photographs can be in black and white, or colour, with the good contrast. Avoid using thin lines in graphs, and the graphs with grey lines or.

Photocopies from books or journals, as well as photocopies of photographs and screened photographs should be of high quality.
